Oil Colors:

Mediums:
Commercial mediums such as Liquin or Galkyd are fine choices. Students may also use home-made mediums (which will be discussed in class). 
Support / Painting Surface: 

Students are free to paint at any size, on any surface. Demonstrations will take place on wood or canvas-panels at generally modest sizes. 
Brushes

A few bristle brushes at various sizes, ranging from the width of your thumb down to the width of your pinky nail, should be enough. A variety of brush shapes is recommended (round, flat, bright, filbert, etc). Students wishing  to work at a large scale  may need larger brushes. 
Additional materials include:
Mineral Spirits (Gamsol or Turpenoid) to clean your brushes (and a jar).
